1st Annual Poker Run – Saturday, October 8, 2016 
 

 Pilots may start at any airport at 8:00 a.m.  

 Pilots must land at each of the following airports, in any order: 

o Jacksonville, IL Airport (KIJX) 

o Macomb, IL Airport (KMQB) 

o Keokuk, IA Airport (KEOK) 

o Hannibal, MO Airport (KHAE) 

o Final Stop: Quincy Regional Airport (KUIN) 

 At the designated location at each airport, pilots will pick up one sealed envelope per hand. 

o Envelopes must remain sealed. 

o Bring a friend along for the ride or play multiple hands! 

 Upon return to KUIN, pilots will turn in their payment ($20) and sealed card envelopes to the 

game officials. 

o Before the cards are opened, pilots may buy an extra card for $5.00 

 If purchased, at the card opening, the lowest ranked card not in play is 
discarded 

o The pilots' cards will be opened and recorded for all to see 

o Hands must be turned in and scored by 12:00 PM 

 When all teams have returned, the pilot with the highest ranked hand based on the 5 

cards they collected will receive 50% of the entry fees collected. 

 Legal: All entries are donations, organizers reserve the right to refund and refuse any 

player for any reason, games are for entertainment purposes only, and organizer will 

settle any outcome disputes. 

 

Safety 
1. Entry is at Pilot/Aircraft's own risk 

2. Safety is paramount – exercise good judgment, comply with all regulations & 

local procedures (noise abatement rules), and put safety first 

3. Speed is not a priority – there is no benefit for finishing first 

4. Familiarize yourself with all airports of intended landing and expect heavy VFR Traffic. 

5.  Pilots are responsible for safe aircraft operations and to follow all Federal Aviation 
Regulations.
