Emergencies Happen: Managing Engine Failure in single engine

Leading up to the event all seems normal. Often,
however, there are hints that we might or might
not pick up on. We might notice the engine runs a
bit rough. Some anomaly may be overlooked (or
sometimes created!) during recurrent
maintenance. We’ll discuss a recent engine
failure, some of the factors that led up to it, how it
was dealt with, and the outcome. For me it began
at cruise altitude with a slightly rough running
engine. It didn’t take long for that subtle
roughness to become heavy vibrations that shook
the plane...then silence. Engine failure.
