Proceed east on Medulla ~1 1/2 mi til reaching a sharp right
bend in the road, marked by an old red/white/blue jet on a
pedestal. Proceed straight through the chain link gate onto S-
n-F campus and continue east ~0.2 mi, then turn left onto
Sun-N-Fun Rd.
