How did this skilled pilot miss important clues,
overlook facts, and succumb to overwhelming
pressures enroute to his tragic end?  Was it his
lack of skills, unfamiliarity with his avionics,
pressure of “get-there-itis”; his lack of
understanding the big picture of weather, or
something else?
Come join the discussion with your fellow aviators
and learn what they would do in this particular
scenario; share your take aways from this
accident review, and offer your opinion on how
you would have prevented a similar fate.  This
seminar will include 1 Advanced Knowledge
Credit for your next WINGS phase and will serve
as the monthly IMC Club meeting.
