


This event is to celebrate Charles Freehling's
receipt of the Charles Taylor "Master Mechanic"
Award. This award recognizes the lifetime
accomplishments of senior mechanics. (Mr.
Taylor served as the Wright brothers' mechanic
and is credited with designing and building the
engine for their first successful aircraft.) Charles
Freehling has been an aircraft mechanic for over
50 years including service in the US Air Force
during the 1960s where he served on many
locations in the Pacific Ocean area, including Viet
Nam. After his service with the US Air Force he
moved to the US Virgin Islands in 1968 where he
held several positions until joining Bohlke
International Airways in 1989 and working there
until today. There will also be a FAASTeam
Safety Seminar entitled, "Who is the PIC - You or
ATC?". The discussion will center upon an
accident at Houston Hobby Airport (HOU) that led
to three fatalities. Lessons to be learned will be
the focus of the discussion which will be led by
Bill Bohlke and Alan Lord. A video and audio
representation of the discussions between the
ATC controllers and the PIC of the aircraft prior to
the accident in VFR conditions. The aircraft was
cleared for landing and redirected several times
prior to the accident and had completed several
go-arounds before a final go-around that led to
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the crash which caused three fatalities. We will
discuss responsibilities and requirements for the
PIC of an aircraft as well as the ATC controllers.
