AOPA recommended procedures that need be
followed for safe operations.

Air Traffic controllers from TPA Tower & PIE
Tower plus FAASTeam Representatives will be
present to discuss operations in Class B & D
airspace after Whitted Tower is closed. Whitted
has some unique runways and obstructions
that must be considered by all pilots - fixed wing
and rotorcraft.
