Our March EAA Chapter 92 program will be of
interest to anyone who has dreamed of building
an E-AB (experimental, amateur-built) aircraft.
In this presentation we will look at considerations
for a safe and successful first flight in an
experimental amateur-built aircraft, based on my
personal experience and guidance available from
the FAA in advisory circulars AC90-89B-Amateur-
Built Aircraft and Ultralight Flight Testing
Handbook and AC 90-116-Additional Pilot
Program for Phase I Flight Testing.  The main
points covered will be preparation of the required
paperwork, preparation of the airplane and
preparation of the pilot.  The goal, in every case,
is to make the first flight experience more
enjoyable and more successful, and, above all,
as safe as possible for the pilot/builder.
