Susan Parson has been with the FAA since May
2004. She worked in the General Aviation and Com-
mercial Division of the FAA Flight Standards Service 
from May 2004 until June 2009, when she became spe-
cial technical assistant to the director of the FAA Flight 
Standards Service (AFS). In this capacity, she manages 
the AFS director’s internal and external communica-
tions, continues as editor of FAA Safety Briefing maga-
zine and serves as the lead FAA representative for the 
Airman Certification Standards (ACS) project to im-
prove airman testing and training.  

Susan has authored over 90 GA safety articles and several online training docu-
ments and courses. These include Conducting an Effective Flight Review, Instru-
ment Proficiency Check Guidance, and Best Practices for Mentoring in Flight In-
struction. She has created a number of advanced avionics training courses and 
modules, and she is the primary author of the Civil Air Patrol’s National Check Pi-
lot Standardization Course.  

Susan holds an ATP certificate, as well as ground and flight instructor certificates 
with instrument, single engine, and multi-engine land ratings. An active general 
aviation pilot, Susan instructs on weekends for her Leesburg-based flying club and 
the Civil Air Patrol, in which she holds the National Stan/Eval Advisor position.
