Autopilot Showdown: KAP 140 Vs. GFC 700



When G1000 hit the Cessna world by storm,
therewas one component not quite ready for
primetime - the integrated G1000autopilot. Thus
the first few years of G1000 Skyhawks and
Skylanes came withtwo amazing technically
advanced display panels, and an old-world
KAP140autopilot mounted oddly in the middle of
the dash panel. Still tons of greatfunctionality, but
not the complete and total avionics integration
pilots wouldcome to expect from G1000 only a
few years later.If you're operating a G1000, it's
criticallyimportant to understand the differences
between the KAP140 autopilot andGarmin's
integrated GFC700 autopilot. This is true for all
flights, butespecially true for IFR flights when tight
monitoring and use of automation canbe a critical
safety feature for the flight. In this presentation,
SCFCinstructor Brian Eliot will lead an in-depth
discussion of the differencesbetween the two
autopilot systems and explain how the pilot can
preventmistakes in flight.PresenterBrian Eliot is
San Carlos Flight Center’s resident expert for IFR
training andGarmin G1000 avionics.
