


What does this knob do? Where didthey hide the
weather page? How do | get this fancy device to
make me a saferpilot? For years, the Garmin
G1000cockpit display panel system has set the
standard for glass cockpit aircraft.For
newcomers, however, the computer displays,
buttons, knobs, and joystickscan be
overwhelming. Presenter and CFIl DanDyer
starts us off at the beginning and introduces pilots
to the basicG1000 display screens and controls
and explains what each is for. You'll findout what
softkeys are and learn about the basics of the
G1000 user interfaceparadigm. The intended
audience level is beginner, so advanced
functionalityand system integration will not be
discussed in this session. The Intro to G1000
seminars arean introductory series intended for
pilots who are first learning about theG1000
avionics. No prior attendance or experience is
required. This is an idealstarting point for
someone who is ready to transition from
traditional steamgauges to glass panel

aircraft. After the seminar you may wish
toschedule time in a G1000 simulator to practice
what you learned beforecontinuing on to your
aircraft familiarization and checkout. DanDyeris
Chief Pilot of San Carlos Flight Center and has
been instructing for 11years, first in helicopters
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and now in airplanes. He has almost 4,000
flighthours and is the Bay Area's local expert in
crosswind landing instruction. Heregularly speaks
on advanced ground school topics, and was one
of the foundersof the Bay Area FlyOutGroup - a
social club of over 350 pilots that meet
forlunches, dinners, and other fun aerial
adventures.
