GPS testing is scheduled as follows and may result in unreliable or unavailable GPS signal. 
 
A. Centered at 321500N0794500W or the CHS VOR 164 degree radial at 41 NM. 
 
B. Dates and times (Dates and times are based on GMT (Z).): 

 04 JUL 23     1100Z – 1700Z 
 
C. Duration:  Each event may last the entire requested period. 
 
D. NOTAM INFO: NAV GPS (CSG4 GPS 23-04A) (INCLUDING WAAS, GBAS, AND 

ADS-B) MAY NOT BE AVBL WI A 289NM RADIUS CENTERED AT 
321500N0794500W (CHS164041) FL400-UNL,

130NM RADIUS AT 4000FT AGL,  
64NM RADIUS AT 50FT AGL.
